The verb “estar” means “to be.” It is an irregular verb, which means it does not follow the
normal rules of conjugation. It is used to describe a temporary state of being.

Estar is used in the following ways:

»  Todescribe location Estoy en la casa. | am in the house.
»  Temporary condition Karla estd enferma.  Karla is sick.
»  Temporary feeling or emotion Estds feliz. You are happy.
yo I lam yo estoy
ta you you are tu estds
él/ella he/she/sir heis él estd
nosotros  we we are nosotros estamos
vosotros you plural (spain) you are vosotros estdis
ellos/ellas they/you plural (Latin America) they/youallare ellos estdn
